If during any of our courses there are opportunities to handle bats, only those delegates who have provided proof of recent (i.e. within 3 years prior to the event) Rabies vaccination will be allowed to do so, and in addition only if they are wearing suitably approved handling gloves.  For those delegates who are not recently vaccinated we will require proof of a recent titre test (within past 12 months).  Please note that this event is not specifically a bat handling course, although during the event we would hope to provide delegates wishing to do so with an opportunity to handle a limited number of bats under tuition.  On no account should you become vaccinated against Rabies purely for attending this event, unless it is to form part of a structured, longer term training programme working towards obtaining a bat licence.
